Conventional content can be digitized and repurposed into exciting new curriculum using digital simulation technology.  “Using 3D virtual simulation technology, teachers can bring the solar system into the classroom or take students inside the human body or a single atom,” says Dena Maloney, Dean of Economic Development at College of the Canyons.  “This technology has exciting potential for sparking student interest in science, math, and engineering, as well as other topics”.
